In countries, where there are no servants because every
one is a shamed to do such work, many people waste time for personal work.

When we say that all of us must be educated, we mean that all of us be educated
in such a way that firstly each of us can do a job which is suited to his brain and
ability and secondly, that we can realize that all jobs are necessary to society
and that it is very bad to be ashamed of one’s work or to scorn someone else’s.
Only such a type of education can be called valuable to society.
